_ As a condition of receiving Nebraska’s share of the $3.1 billion funding for the State Energy
Program (SEP) under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (H.R. 1) (ARRA),
I am providing the following assurances.

1 have written to the Nebraska Public Service Commission and requested they consider
additional actions to promote energy efficiency, consistent with the Federal statutory language -
contained in H.R.1 and their obligations to maintain just and reasonable rates, while protecting
the public.

I have also written to the Nebraska Legislature requesting that they make a good faith effort to
upgrade building energy codes consistent with ARRA. The good faith effort requirement was
confirmed by Vice President Biden’s office on April 9th.
