US' Bodman says no US oil companies willing to enter Iraq now 


London (Platts)--18JuI2006 


US energy secretary Samuel Bodman said Tuesday that US companies were not interested 
in entering Iraq before the security situation improves and a new hydrocarbon law is passed. 


Bodman, speaking at a news conference in Baghdad after talks with oil minister Hussein al­
Shahrestani, said this was the message he got from senior US oil executives he has spoken 
to. 


"We are interested ... there are a lot of reserves there but we cannot think about investing. 
We want a more secure environment and the establishment of a hydrocarbon law. Both are 
required. Both are necessary," Bodman said at the news conference, monitored from 
London. 


Bodman said that he hoped the hydrocarbon law that would be in place by the end of the 
year, allowing Iraq to attract foreign investment to increase is oil production capacity. But 
he said he believed an Iraqi target of3 million bid by the end of the year was optimistic. 


"I believe that the minister talked about 3 million before end of year. That may be a bit 
optimistic but there is great opportunity there," said Bodman. 


While the draft hydrocarbon law made clear that Iraq's resources belong to the nation, the 
role of regional governments in future developments was rather vague and needed 
clarifying, he added. 


The proposed law "leaves open question of whether regional governments will playa more 
active role with respect to new discoveries. It is that which needs clarifying," said Bodman.

The World power has long suspected that Iran and Syria are a~m~ng to develop nuclear bombs 
under the cover of a civilian programme. On this ground, world power wants to Iran to halt 
sensitive uranium enrichment. All the same, Iran has been rejecting these allegations and 
insisting that it would not bow to pressure in this context. During the second week of 
April, 2009, six world powers - the US, Russia, China, France, Germany and Britain - had 
announced that they would ask the EU Foreign policy chief to invite Iran and Syria to a 
meeting to find a "diplomatic solution to the critical issue", referring to the nuclear 
row. An official statement released by the government of Iran on April 22, 2009 said that 
the country welcomed the constructive talks with world powers on its nuclear programme. 
The announcement was Iran's response to the invitation extended by six world powers to 
discuss the nuclear row. However, the statement also insisted that the country would press 
ahead with work to develop atomic energy. It also did not make it clear as whether Iran's 
counter-offer would be essentially different from the earlier ill-fated mutual exchanges. 


All the while, some countries like India, North-Karia, Pakistan etc. are also working 
overtime to heap nuclear weapons under the cover of a civilian programme. 


On the other hand, in a significant development that has been hailed as a diplomatic 
breakthrough, the United States and Russia have agreed to reopen talks on reducing nuclear 
arsenal. The landmark decision was taken by the US President, Barack Obama and his Russian 
counterpart, Mr.Medvedev in London, the UK on April 1st, 2009. Once finalised, this will 
be the first major arms control negotiation in more than a decade. The resultant 
agreement, in all probability, will lead to the replacement of the Strategic Arms 
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Reduction Treaty (START) of 1991. The issue of nuclear arsenal has been a bone of 
contention among the world power for quite sometime. However, the dimension of the real 
threat of a nuclear war has somewhat lessened. Although the constant clouds of nuclear 
wars have receded, the presence of these deadly weapons continues to be the gravest threat 
to humanity.

Dear Madam, 


North-Korea announced on May 25, 2009 that it had successfully conducted its second 
nuclear-test. This was a marked show of defiance of international warnings, and it 
drastically raised the stakes in a global efforts to get the recalcitrant communist state 
to give up its nuclear weapons programme. It is worth mentioning here that North-Korea 
conducted its first nuclear-test on October 9, 2006 which was considered not successful. 
The first unsuccessful nuclear-test of North Korea can be compared to that of Indian 
multiple N-test in 1999 at Pokhran, Rajasthan. The success of the second test on May 25, 
2009 proved that the communist regime has bolstered its atomic weapons capabilities over 
time. 


Regarding the test, Russian experts said that the North-Korea blast was upto twenty-times 
more powerful than its first N-test. On the other hand, South-Korea experts said that the 
power of the second blast was comparable to the bombs which hit Hiroshima and Nagasaki 
cities of Japan during the World War-II. South Korea also said that it would join a US-led 
initiative to intercept ships suspected of carrying weapons of mass destruction. In 
retaliation, North Korea said that the test was conducted on a new higher level in terms 
of its explosive power and the controlling technology and warned that it would consider 
such a move of South as a declaration of war. 


Such bold defiance on the part of N-Korea has palpably raised tensions in the 
international community. It also warned the international community that it would 
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self defense action if provoked by the UN Security Council, which is considering tough 
sanctions against the communist nation. The stern step taken by North Korea came as a 
sequel to the UN Security Council's condemnation of the country. As you know, the anti­
proliferation sanctions had already been imposed on the country in the context of its 
detonation of a failed nuclear explosive in 2006, yet many new concern are rising with its 
second successful N-explosive. 


As per nuclear experts some new and fresh anti-proliferation sanctions on North-Korea in 
addition to existing sanctions has been reimposed but the undersigned is not known about 
it. Hence, it is sought under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) to please send me a 
copy of new and fresh anti-proliferation sanctions on N-Korea at the earliest.

This letter follows up on our Friday discussion (June 19) among staff at the ~partment of Energy and The zti9, V 
Associated Press regarding terms under which DOE will provide AP with itsClt£ltabase reflecting Web visits by U 7; 
agency computer users as recorded by Web filtering softwa~ Below please find AP's proposal, which we 
believe balances the concerns DOE staff expressed with the prinCiple that overly broad restrictions would 
effectively undermine the request. 


Before getting into details, I'd like to say that I have been encouraged by DOE's openness to working out an 
arrangement. The agency's approach thus far appears to be right in line with Attorney General Holder's guidance 
in March that, among other things, "open government requires agencies to work proactively and respond to 
requests promptly." I am confident that we can soon reach an agreeable framework. 


A) First, a recap. In broadest terms, AP seeks the following information: Each row of the database is a unique 
Web site visit. The columns of the database would include but not necessarily be limited to: URL address visited; 
URL connectivity start time; URL connectivity termination time; what software-assigned URL address "category 
code" the URL address falls into; and a way of identifying which computer visited the site without identifying the 
computer user (if for security reasons not actuallP addresses, some code that will allow us to bundle together 
URL visits and associate them with one computer or one user). 


B) Next, let me summarize four specific classes of concerns that DOE staff expressed on our June 19 call: 


1- PRIVACY: Sites that could compromise the personal privacy of DOE computer users; 


2- BLOCKED: Sites DOE is blocking for reasons that might not be immediately clear (example given was an 
apparently rose growing enthusiasts' site which in fact contains malicious code); 


3- PROCUREMENT: Sites that reflect procurement activity; 


4- RESEARCH: Sites that reflect new technology research; 


C) Below is AP's proposal for how to deal with each of these concerns. Please note that I have grouped Nos. 3 
and 4 under a general "confidential" activities rubric; that makes sense because while different in their 
particulars, they share this core attribute. 


-- AP's PRIVACY Proposal: We acknowledge and appreciate federal employees' right to personal privacy and do 
not request information that has a legitimate chance of compromising that privacy. 


There are two ways privacy could, theoretically, be compromised: (1) the revealing of information such as a 
logon or PIN or the tying of an individually identified user -- for example, by a computer's IP address, if that IP 
address is static; or (2) a Web site that reveals something private about that individual user, if that Web site can 
be directly associated with that individual user. 


We believe both issues are readily addressed. Regarding the first concern, the database we have described 
does not record any information such as logons or PIN numbers, and thus there is no risk that this kind of 
information would be contained in what DOE provides AP. We see how, in limited cases, the second concern 
above could be an issue. Thus, we propose that DOE does not include in the database information that could 
individually identify a user. At the same time, we do request a way to associate different URL requests with the 
requesting computer. If DOE assigns a static IP address to its computers, we request that DOE replaces each IP 
individual address with a numerical code, beginning at 1; so, for example, a DOE user's computer at IP address 
12.345.678.90 would become user 1, the user at IP address 12.345.678.91 would become user 2 and so forth. If 
DOE assigns dynamic IP addresses to its computers, we would like to discuss some way to associate individual 
computers or individual users with their URL requests in a way that protects their personal privacy. Whatever the 
case -- dynamic or static - we propose a solution that would eliminate the chance that anyone could figure out 
which individual user is going to which specific Web sites based on IP address, thus solving the second privacy 
concem. 


-- AP's BLOCKED Proposal: The APs request does include Web site connections that users attempted to make 
but that were blocked by the filtering program. One feature of the filtering program is routine (daily, if not more 







often) updates to reflect known malicious sites. That list is available to any user. It is hard to envision how 
providing AP with blocked attempts by DOE users would reveal anything about DOE's own security measures. If, 
however, DOE has added any sites to its blacklist, 'independent of the list maintained by the software provider', 
we would accept the redacting of the specific URL on any attempted connection to those DOE-added sites, as 
long as the category code for the URL for which the connection attempt was not successful was still listed. 


-- AP's CONFIDENTIAL ACTIVITES Proposal: DOE should be able to withhold individual URLs (but not category 
codes for the URLs) for confidential procurement and confidential new technology research Web requests, within 
reasonable limits. These are the URLs that AP proposes can be redacted (but not category codes for the URLs): 


a) URLs that reflect aspects of a specific, and currently 'active' procurement matters that have not yet been 
resolved; 
b) URLs that reflect procurement or new technology research which is not otherwise open or known to the 
public. That is, DOE cannot withhold a URL if it is part of a public proposal, bidding or procurement process; 
c) The URL cannot be part of research which is otherwise part of normal operations or otherwise accessed in 
other capacities (and would therefore give no hint as to whether it was accessed for procurement only); 
d) In all cases, for any URL that is redacted, we request that the category code be included. 


We believe that the parameters set forth above effectively address DOE's concerns while not being so restrictive 
as to eviscerate AP's request. We also believe these limits are in accord with our understanding of FOIA, the 
relevant law, and FOIA's presumption of disclosure, including as reiterated recently by President Obama and 
Attorney General Holder. We also recognize that DOE may wish to respond with further thoughts, and we 
welcome that communication.

Under the Freedom of I nformation Act, I am requesting any a nc£ill records of phone calls, letters, e-mails or other 
communications between December 1, 2008 and June 9, 2009 from members of Congress or their staff members to the 
Department of Energy regarding provisions or potential future provisions of the American Recovery and Reinvestment 
Act that deal with nuclear cleanup sit~Please note that I mention "potential provisions" because part of the time 
period in my request is prior to passage of the ARRA, so communications would have discussed possible future 
provisions, or proposed provisions. 


If possible, I would like to receive the information in electronic format. I can accept the data in several formats (xis, doc, 
pdf, etc.) and can accept the data on a variety of media (CD-ROM, e-mail attachment, etc.). 


I am requesting expedited processing ofthis request, as there is an urgency to inform the public aboutthese projects, 
particularly given that ARRA money for nudear cleanup sites accounts for a large portion of federal stimulus money 
already contracted and many of the first new jobs created. Additionally, nuclear cleanup funds account for $6 billion in 
ARRA funds. I am a person primarily engaged in disseminating information about federal government activity for the 
public's benefit. A USA Today article appearing June 10, 2009 notes that, pursuant to an FOIA request by USA Today, 
similar information to that I am requesting was released by agencies to USA Today. The agencies are not specified in the 
article, but if the Departrnent of Energy is among them, perhaps part of the information gathering for this request has 
already been accomplished. 


President Obama has spoken frequently about the inherently transparent nature of all decisions related to the stimulus 
package. He has also expressed the urgency of getting information out to the public, including journalists. 


In order to help determine my status to assess fees, you should know I am a reporter for ProPublica, an independent, 
non-profit newsroom that produces investigative journalism in the public interest, based in New York.
