7he Northern New Mexi-
co Citizens’ Advisory
Board members recently
toured the Buckman Direct
Diversion in Santa Fe New
Mexico. The members were
able to tour the facility
thanks to the coordination
efforts of new NNMCAB
member Alex Puglisi, who
works at the City of Santa
Fe and the Buckman Direct
Diversion Staff. The group
was able to tour the Buck-
man water treatment facili-
ties, holding ponds, pump
stations, and the Santa Fe
River area.

The Buckman
Direct Diversion Project
(BDDP) was constructed by
the City of Santa Fe and
Santa Fe County to access

an additional source of
water that does not require
pumping of groundwater.
The BDDP diverts and
treats water from the Rio
Grande that the city and
county already have rites
to, creating a reliable and
sustainable source of wa-
ter. The Buckman Regional
Water Treatment Plant
(BRWTP) pumps water from
the east bank of the Rio
Grande river three miles
below Los Alamos’s Otowi
Bridge, where sand is
removed and returned
to the river. The water
travels underground
for 11 miles before
reaching the BRWTP
at an elevation of
1,100 feet above
where it started. The
BRWTP uses a series
of both conventional
and advanced water
treatment processes
to purify the Rio
Grande River water that is
diverted. The BDDP is ca-
pable of delivering up to 15
million gallons of treated
drinking water per day.
This volume is close to the
currently maximum daily
amount that is consumed
by the customers in the

City and the County.

The BDDP utilizes
a one-megawatt solar gen-
erator, which on a sunny
day supplies most of the
power requirements for the
BRWTP, and about 30% of
its annual electric con-
sumption. A second solar
station is being built for
Pump Station 2A. Though
NNMCAB members were
not able to tour the Solar
facility during the May
tour. They hope to be able

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Draft Mercury SEIS Public Hearing in Albuquerque

On May 9, 2013 at the
Crown Plaza Hotel in Albu-
querque NNMCAB Mem-
bers attended the Mercury
Supplemental Environ-
mental Impact Statement
(SEIS) Public Hearing,
hosted by the Department
of Energy (DOE). During
the hearing the DOE pre-
sented information on the
locations that were consid-
ered in the Draft SEIS. It
was noted that the DOE’s
preferred alternative loca-
tion was the new Waste
Control Specialist Facility
in Texas. The area around
the Waste Isolation Pilot
Plant Site is also under
consideration for use as
the storage location. Dur-
ing the hearing DOE pro-
vided information on how
the mercury would be

transported, pos-

sible storage
Elementa) Pl2ns and di-
Mercury mensions for the

approximate size

of the storage

facility. Members
of the public present at the
hearing were also allowed to
provide comment during the
hearing, recorded by a court
reporter, or in written for-
mat to be submitted later
during the public comment
period.

During the June Combined
Committee Meeting the
NNMCAB considered infor-
mation provided in the Draft
SEIS, and reports from the
members who attended the
hearing. The members com-
piled a list of questions and
concerns to be addressed as
part of the public comment
on the Draft SEIS.
