SUBJECT: WORK FOR OTHERS (NON-DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY FUNDED WORK)

1 OBJECTIVES. Work for Others (WFO) is the performance of work for non-Department of
Energy (DOE) entities by DOE/Nationa Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) and/or their
respective contractor personnd or the use of DOE/NNSA facilities that is not directly funded
by DOE appropriations. WFO has the following objectives.

a To provide assstance to other Federa agencies and non-Federd entitiesin
accomplishing gods that may otherwise be unattainable and to avoid the possble
duplication of effort at Federd facilities.

b. Where private sector facilities are inadequate, to provide access for non-DOE entities
to highly specidized or unique DOE facilities, services, or technica expertise.

C. To increase research and devel opment interactions between DOE facilities and industry
to transfer technology originating in DOE facilities to industry for further development or
commercidization.

d. To maintain core competencies and enhance the science and technology base at DOE
fadlities

2. CANCELLATION. DOE 0481.1, WORK FOR OTHERS (NON-DEPARTMENT OF
ENERGY FUNDED WORK), dated 9-30-96. Cancellation of this Order does not, by itsdlf,
modify or otherwise affect any contractua obligation to comply with the Order. Canceled
Ordersthat are incorporated by reference in acontract will remain in effect until the contract is
modified to delete the reference to requirements in the canceled Orders.

3. APPLICABILITY.

a DOE Elements. The provisons of this Order gpply to al Departmentd elements
performing Work for Others as provided by law or contract and as implemented by the
appropriate DOE /NNSA contracting officer or authorized designee. This Order does
not apply to the fallowing.

(@D} Activitiesinvolving services, products, or materias regularly produced for sde
at schedule rates under Departmenta programs (e.g., routine irradiation
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services, isotopes, heavy water, transmisson of eectricity, uranium enrichment
sarvices, Naval Petroleum Reserve oil sdles).

Work performed by non-DOE contractor personnel at a DOE-approved User
Facility (eg., the National Synchrotron Light Source) or at a NNSA Defense
Programs Technology Deployment Center/User Facility (e.g., the Electronics
Qudity Reiability Center).

Activities funded under the Contributed Funds Act (43 U.S.C. 395) or
emergencies involving the protection of life, Federd lands, buildings, or
equipment; law enforcement, disaster assistance, or production and
maintenance of the power ditribution system.

DOE-funded work/services performed by one DOE facility contractor for
another.

Vidts or assgnments of foreign nationas to DOE facilities.

Consulting services by individual employees not representing themselves as
DOE employees or DOE facility contractor employees.

Cooperative Research and Devel opment Agreements performed under the
National Competitiveness Technology Transfer Act of 1989.

Work for the NNSA Nava Nuclear Propulsion Program.

Intergovernmenta Personne Act assgnments.

b. Contractors. This Order appliesto al contractors performing Work for Others as
provided by law or contract and as implemented by the appropriate DOE/NNSA
contracting officer or authorized designee. Contractor requirements are listed in the
Contractor Requirements Document (CRD), Attachment 1. Compliance with the CRD
will be required to the extent set forth in a contract.

REQUIREMENTS. It is Departmenta policy that DOE resources be made available to non-

DOE entities; however, the following requirements, and requirements in other DOE/NNSA
Orders and gpplicable regulations, must be satisfied prior to performance of work.

a Facility management contractors and Federally Funded Research and Devel opment
Centers (FFRDCs) may not respond to Requests for Proposals or any other solicitation
from another Federa agency or non-Federa entity that involves head-to-head
competition ether, as an offeror, team member, or subcontractor to an offeror.
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b.

Where the requirements of this section are met, following notification to the cognizant
field office, Facility Management Contractors and FFRDCs may respond to Broad
Agency Announcements, Financia Assistance solicitations, Program Research and
Development Announcements, and Smilar solicitations from another Federd agency or
non-Federa entity that do not result in head-to-head competition, subject to the
requirements of this Order. These instruments are characterized by the following:

@ The indrument is a generd research announcement that is being used for the
acquisition of basic and/or applied research ideas to further advance scientific
knowledge or understanding rather than focusing on a specific system or
hardware solution.

2 Evauations and sdlections are performed through a merit or peer review
process based on pre-established generd selection criteria

3 The primary basis for selection are technical gpproach, importance to the
agency, and funds avallability.

For dl work performed in the field, the following determinations must be made and
certified in writing by the responsble DOE/NNSA contracting officer or authorized
DOE/NNSA designee. For al work performed in Headquarters, these determinations
must be made and certified in writing by a DOE/NNSA Headquarters contracting
officer or authorized designee.

@ The proposed work is consistent with or complementary to DOE missions and
the missions of the facility to which the work isto be assgned.

2 The proposed work will not adversaly impact execution of assgned programs
of the facility.

3 The proposed work will not place the facility in direct competition with the
domestic private sector.

4) The proposed work will not create a detrimentd future burden on DOE
resources.

In addition to paragraph 4c, above, dl Federa agencies must provide awritten
gatement (example below) on or with the funding document stating that:

(@D} the requesting agency has determined that entering into an agreement with
DOE/NNSA isin compliance with the requirements of the Economy Act of
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1932, as amended (31 U.S.C. 1535) [or other applicable authorizations; for
example, Executive Order 12333];

2 the requesting agency has determined that entering into an agreement with
DOE/NNSA isin compliance with the Federd Acquisition Regulation (FAR)
6.002; and

3 to the best of the requesting agency’ s knowledge, the work requested will not
place DOE/NNSA and their contractorsin direct competition with the
domestic private sector.

Sample Statement from a Federal Agency

This agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of the
Economy Act of 1932, as amended (31 U.S.C. 1535) [or
other gtatutory authority references|, and adheres to Federal
Acquigtion Regulation (FAR) 6.002. To the best of our
knowledge, the work requested will not place the DOE/NNSA
and its contractor in direct competition with the domestic
private sector.

The requirements of paragraphs 4(a-d), as applicable, must be met prior to acceptance
of aWFO project and are aso required for any modifications that are “out of scope”
with the existing agreement. For previoudy approved work with schedule and/or cost
changes but no change in scope, the determinations and certification process is not
required.

Pricing of work must be in accordance with DOE 2110.1A, PRICING OF
DEPARTMENTAL MATERIALS AND SERVICES, and that prescribed in the Chief
Financid Officer’s memorandum dated October 29, 1998.

For WFO construction at a DOE dite that exceeds the Genera Plant Project (GPP)
threshold, approva by the cognizant secretaria officer or NNSA Administrator and
concurrence of the Office of the Chief Financid Officer is required prior to initiation of
work. Inaddition, dl congtruction projects must adhere to the following.

@ Construction projects must be performed as required by DOE O 430.1A,
LIFE-CYCLE ASSET MANAGEMENT, dated 10-14-98.

2 Title for permanent congtruction must pass to DOE upon completion of
congruction.
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Equipment acquired as part of a project must be accounted for and maintained in the
same manner as DOE property. Disposition of equipment must be as previoudy
agreed to or asingructed by the sponsor. Costs associated with the shipment of
equipment are the responsibility of the sponsor.

If subcontracting is necessary, the DOE/NNSA contractor must select the
subcontractor and work to be subcontracted. Subcontracted work isto be in direct
support of the DOE/NNSA contractor.

Intelligence-related activities must be conducted in accordance with Executive Order
12333, U.S. laws, other Executive Orders, Presidentia Directives, Director of Centra
Intelligence Directives and DOE/NNSA Intelligence procedures.

Work that involves a Specid Access Program (SAP) requires the approva of the DOE
Specid Access Program Oversight Committee (SAPOC), which is chaired by the
Deputy Secretary. Intelligence-reated SAPs will be reviewed and approved by the
Director, Office of Intelligence.

Work that is directly funded by aforeign sponsor requires the review and approva of
the Office of Internationa Science and Technology Cooperation to ensure consstency
with internationa agreements, foreign policy objectives, and the cognizant program
office.

No research conducted at DOE/NNSA facilities, supported with DOE funds, or
performed by DOE/NNSA employees, including research that is classified and
proprietary, whether performed domesticaly or in an internationa environment,
involving human subjects may be initiated until compliance with dl Federa regulations
and DOE requirements for human subject protection is met.

5. RESPONSIBILITIES.

a

Deputy Secretary presents each proposed WFO project that involves a Special Access
Program to the SAPOC for gpprova and ensures the applicant is notified if the project
is accepted or rejected.

Director Office of Management and Adminigration

(@D} Egtablishes WFO policiesin coordination with the cognizant secretaria officers
and NNSA officids.

2 Prepares annua summary report of WFO performed by DOE/NNSA.
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3 Conducts periodic reviews of the implementation of this Order by secretaria
officers, Deputy Administrator of the NNSA, and heads of field elements.

4 Approves requests for excluding projects from the requirements of this Order.

) Deveops, maintains, and updates the standard WFO Agreement for non-
Federa sponsors. (Refer to DOE M 481.1-1A.)

Chief Financid Officer.

@ Develops and maintains adequate financia information on WFO and prepares
financid reports as necessary.

2 Coordinates with responsible program secretarid officers to ensure the
availability of funds for WFO projects accepted and performed at
Headquarters.

3 Concurs on congtruction projects that exceed the GPP threshold established by
the Chief Financid Officer.

Directors Office of Procurement and Assistance Management for DOE and the
NNSA, for projects accepted by Headquarters e ements ensures that the Directors
Office of Procurement Services accepts the project [unless delegated as in paragraph
51(2)].

Office of International Science and Technology Cooperation reviews and concurs on al
WO requests directly funded by aforeign sponsor to ensure consistency with
internationa agreements and foreign policy objectives.

Generd Counsdl/Field Counsdl, including NNSA General Counsel/FeldCounsd.

@ Provides DOE legal advice and representation on issues related to the WFO
program.

2 Establishes policy on patent and technical data, advises on patent and technica
data clauses of contracts, and gpproves waiver of patent rights.

Asociate Director, Office of Biologica and Environmental Research, overseesthe
established DOE system to ensure dl proposed WO research involving human and/or
anima subjects complies with established Federd regulations and DOE requirements
for the protection of these subjects.
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Director, Office of Intelligence.

@ Reviews and approves proposed intelligence-related WO projects and
intelligence SAPs.

2 Coordinates program reviews of dl intelligence-rdated WFO projects with the
participation of gppropriate field dements and reviews intelligence-related
WFO projects for duplication of effort.

3 Is the central point of contact for coordination with sponsors of intelligence-
related WFO projects.

4 Ensures the cognizant secretarid officer/NNSA Adminigtrator isinformed of
any problems relaing to field management of intdligence-rdated WFO.

Assgant Deputy Adminisirator, NNSA, Office of Nonproliferation Research and
Engineering, reviews al WFO nuclear non-proliferation detection technology projects.

Director, Office of Space and Defense Power Systems, reviews and approves
proposas involving space nuclear reactor, non-commercia power reactor, and
radioisotope power source projects, excluding the Nuclear Regulatory Commission
(NRC), fuson, weapons-related activities, nava propulsion reactors, and experimental
reactors to establish an appropriate Nuclear Energy management role.

Assigtant Secretary for Environment, Safety and Health, provides for the conduct of
independent eva uations to assess the effectiveness of environment, safety, and
safeguards and security of activities undertaken through the WFO Program.

Program Secretarid Officars’Administrators NNSA.

@ In cases where work is accepted a Headquarters but performed in the field,
the requirements of paragraph 4 must be met by the cognizant field element.
Once these requirements are met, the responsible program secretaria
officer/NNSA Adminigtrator can accept the project. If the responsible
program secretarid officer/NNSA Administrator has not been delegated
authority to accept reimbursable agreements, the Director, Office of
Procurement and Assistance Management for DOE and NNSA will accept.
Once accepted, copies of dl information must be forwarded to the field
element(s) performing the work to instruct contractors to begin work.

2 For work accepted and performed at Headquarters, the responsible program
secretarid officer/NNSA Administrator will satisfy the requirements of

paragraph 4 and obtain concurrence from the Office of the Chief Financiad
Officer prior to acceptance of the project. If the responsible program
secretaria officer/NNSA Administrator has not been delegated authority to
accept reimbursable agreements, the Office of Procurement Services will
accept.

Approve foreign-sponsored WFO agreements that utilize program devel oped
technologies.

For work accepted and performed at Headquarters, ensure DOE and/or
contractor review of proposed WFO projects involving human and/or animal
subjects for compliance with the established Federd regulations and DOE
requirements for the protection of these subjects.

Cognizant Secretarid Officers /Administrators NNSA.

Develop and recommend changesin WFO palicies to the Director, Office of
Management and Adminigration.

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Develop and implement procedures for the review, acceptance, authorization,
and monitoring of WO that are consistent with DOE policies and procedures
and encourage pardld review and processing by DOE, the sponsor, and the
facility contractor.

Conduct periodic reviews of the contractor’s policies and procedures for
negotiation and adminigtration of WFO projects.

For each facility under their purview:

@ recommend annual WFO levels for cognizant secretarid officer INNSA
Deputy Adminigtrator approva, and

(b) monitor WFO leve s to ensure consstency with the levels gpproved by
the cognizant secretarid officer/NNSA Deputy Administrator and
request increases from the cognizant secretarid officer/NNSA Deputy
Adminigrator.

Notify the cognizant secretarid officer/NNSA Deputy Administrator (using
management judgment) of any WO projects that involve sensitive subjects.

Ensure that DOE and/or contractor review of proposed WFO projects
involving human and/or anima subjects for compliance with the established
Federd regulations and DOE requirements for protecting these subjects.

Ensure that WFO projects under their purview are protected in accordance
with gpplicable DOE security, safeguards, and classification policies including
the site security plan or a supplementa security plan specific to the WFO
project.

Ensure that DOE and contractors review for compliance with DOE
environmentd, safety, and hedlth requirements, including the Nationd
Environmenta Policy Act.

Ensure that the appropriate Headquarters eement is involved in the WFO
review process.

Establish and implement closeout procedures for WFO projects and ensure
that any resulting scientific and technical information is disseminated cons stent
with existing DOE Orders and regulations.
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Establish performance goa's and measures to assess field performance and
effectiveness of loca WFO processes and impacts of subsequent
improvements and/or additiona requirements.

Ensure that a project summary listing of information on each active WFO
project ismaintaned. Asaminimum, theinformation should include:

€) field points of contect,

(b) total estimated costs,

(© sponsoring agency,

(d) project title/description,

(e estimated start/completion dates, and
® assigned |aboratory/contractor.

Ensure that project file information documenting policy complianceis
maintained by DOE and/or the performing contractor.

Submit an annua WO report for facilities under their purview to the cognizant
secretaria officer/NNSA Deputy Administrator and the Director, Office of
Management and Administration by December 10.

In coordination with the responsible cognizant secretaria officerNNSA
Deputy Adminigtrators, request the Director, Office of Management and
Adminidration to grant exclusons from the requirements of this Order.

Ensure projects which are directly funded by aforeign sponsor are coordinated
with the Office of Internationa Science and Technology and the appropriate
cognizant secretarial office(S)/NNSA Deputy Adminigtrator(s).

Bilateral Sales Contract is a binding agreement (contract) between DOE or a DOE
facility contractor and a non-Federa entity that commits DOE to perform WFO
activities.

Cognizant Secretarid Officer/NNSA Adminigtrator are those Headquarters Assi stant
Secretaries, Deputy Adminigtratorsand Directors, who are responsible for oversight or
inditutionad management of DOE facilities.
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Facility Contractors are entities that operate and maintain Government-owned facilities
under contract with and for the benefit of DOE.

Head of Fied Elements are Directors of DOE operations Offices or other DOE fidd
organizations reporting to directly to Headquarters.

Human Subjects are living individua (s) about whom an investigator conducting research
obtains (1) data through intervention or interaction with the individud r (2) identifiable
informetion.

Intelligence-Related Work for Othersis the following.

@ Work directly funded by intelligence appropriations or by an organization
specificaly identified in Executive Order 12333 as an intelligence organizetion.

2 Work funded by either the National Foreign Intelligence Program or the
Tactica Inteligence and Related Activities Program.

3 Work for which the Cognizant Technicd DOE/NNSA Heedquarters Officid is
the Director, Office of Inteligence.

|nteragency Agreement provides funding, billing, and payment data in support of a
reimbursable agreement. The format of the requesting agency is acceptable aslong as
it contains the appropriate eements as outlined in this Order. Agreements with non-
Federal customers require a bilateral sales contract.

Non-DOE Entities includes other Federd agencies, State, regiond, and loca
governments; private or commercid firms, not-for-profit organizations; internationd
organizations, and foreign governments.

Program Secretarid Officer and NNSA Adminidirator are those Headquarters
Assgtant Secretaries, Adminigtrators, and Directors who have management
respongbility for program planning, budgeting and execution, of DOE mission program
activities.

Reimbursable Agreement is awritten agreement to perform work or provide aservice
for another Federal Agency or non-Federa customer.

Researchis a systematic investigation, including research development, testing, and
evauation, designed to develop or contribute to generd knowledge.
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Responsible DOE/NNSA Contracting Officer is a DOE official with
responsibility for administering the contract for the operation of a DOE/NNSA
research or production facility.

Space Nuclear and Non-Commercial Power Reactor and Radioisotope Power
WEFO Projectsinclude only research and devel opment projects associated with
nuclear energy that are space nuclear reactor, non-commercial power reactor, and
radioi sotope power source projects but exclude NRC, fusion, weapons-related
activities, naval propulsion reactors, and experimental reactors.

Sponsor is an entity that provides funding for the performance of WFO.

Work for Others (WEQ) is the performance of work for non-DOE entities by
DOE/contractor personnel and/or the use of DOE facilities that is not directly
funded by DOE appropriations.

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CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS DOCUMENT

DOE O 481.1A, WORK FOR OTHERS
(NON-DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY FUNDED WORK)

1. Department of Energy (DOE) contractors must:

a Egtablish and maintain a management system that ensures Work for Others (WFO)
Program requirements and intent of DOE O 481.1A and DOE M 481.1-1A are
satisfied.

b. Develop appropriate performance measures for the WFO Program and participate in
DOE’ s Business Management Oversight Process.

2. Submit to DOE any non-Federal agreements that include terms and conditions that deviate
from the DOE-approved standard terms and conditions detailed in DOE M 481.1-1A, or
DOE fidd-approved standard agreement for forma DOE review and approva.

3. Notify appropriate DOE offices when responding to a Broad Agency Announcement, Program
Research and Development Announcements, and other smilar solicitations that meet the
requirements delineated in paragraph 4 of DOE O 481.1A.

4. If subcontracting is necessary, select the subcontractor and work to be subcontracted.
Subcontracted work isto be in direct support of the DOE contractor.

5. Review proposed work involving human and/or anima subjects for compliance with established
Federd regulations and DOE requirements for protection of these subjects.

6. Review projects for compliance with DOE environmenta, safety, and health requirements,
including the Nationa Environmenta Policy Act.

7. Ensure projects are protected in accordance with applicable security, safeguards, and
classfication policies and procedures, including the Site security plan or supplementa security
plan specific to a project.

8. Request DOE approva for WFO congtruction at a DOE site when that construction exceeds
the General Plant Project (GPP) threshold; approva by the cognizant secretarid officer and the
Chief Financid Officer isrequired prior to initiation of work.
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0. Monitor WFO levels to ensure consstency with the levels gpproved by the cognizant
Secretaria officer.

10. Notify DOE of any WFO projects that involve sensitive subjects.

11. Maintain a project summary listing of information on each active WFO project. Asaminimum,
the information should include:

field points of contact,

total estimated costs,

sponsoring agency,

project title/description,
estimated start/completion dates,
assigned |aboratory/contractor.

12. Maintain project file information documenting policy compliance.
13. Submit annua WFO report for the facility to the cognizant DOE operations office.

14. Make available dl scientific technica information resulting from the performance of a WFO
project to DOE' s Office of Scientific and Technica Information (including scientific and
technica computer software), unless specificdly excluded in the agreement under which the
work is performed.
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
