These internships increase educational opportu-
nities for minority students majoring in academic disciplines 
related to NNSA’s mission to merge academic study with 
practical work experience. It creates a pool of talented stu-
dents to explore and understand professional practices within 
NNSA and the Federal government through exposure to re-
search and development, technology, and administration. This 
program provides professional experience for ethnically di-
verse students that will enable them to make informed career 
decisions, and creates a pool of candidates who possess the 
necessary knowledge and skills for future employment with 
NNSA and the Federal government.

SULI encourages undergraduate students to pursue 
STEM careers by providing research experiences at 
the DOE National Laboratories. They perform research 
under the guidance of laboratory staff scientists or 
engineers on projects related to ongoing programs. 
Selected students participate as interns appointed at 
one of 17 participating DOE laboratories/facilities. 
They perform research, under the guidance of labora-
tory staff scientists or engineers, on projects support-
ing the DOE mission. Applications for the SULI pro-
gram are solicited annually for three separate intern-
ship terms. Internship appointments are 10 weeks in 
duration for the Summer Term (May through August) 
or 16 weeks in duration for the Fall (August through 
December) and Spring (January through May) Terms. 
Each DOE laboratory/facility offers different research 
opportunities; not all DOE laboratories/facilities offer 
internships during the Fall and Spring Terms. For 
more information, visit: http://science.energy.gov/
wdts/suli/.
