The proposed activity would involve production of biodiesel fuel to replace fossil fuel use in six Tribal diesel vehicles. As part of this activity the
Tribe will construct a heated shed near the Natural Resources Department (NRD) offices to allow the production of biodiesel throughout the year,
producing biodiesel, and conducting an evaluation on the effects of the program. The NRD Director and other workgroup members have met with
Michigan Inter-Tribal Council (ITC) personnel who have experience producing biodiesel fuel. ITC has offered to come to LTBB to help set up the
processor and train NRD staff to operate the system. ITC will provide technical assistance to help us produce our own biodiesel fuel successfully.
ITC will cover the costs of set up, training and technical assistance. LTBB Odawa restaurants produce approximately 100 gallons of waste oil
weekly. The NRD Director scheduled a meeting (July 2009) with LTBB Odawa Resort managers to develop a process to deliver the

oil to the NRD location. Once the oil is delivered, NRD staff will contribute 15 hours per week to refine the oil, produce fuel and maintain the
processing system. Tribal vehicles will begin utilizing this fuel immediately upon availability.

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5, appropriates funding for the
Department of Energy (DOE) to issue/award formula-based grants to states, U.S. territories, units of local
government, and Indian tribes under the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) Program.
DOE’s authorization for this program is set forth in Title V, Subtitle E, of the Energy Independence and Security
Act (EISA) of 2007. This CX determination is applicable to DOE elements reviewing and awarding formula-
based and competitive grants under the EECBG Program, and includes, but is not limited to, EECBG Program
activities under the purview of DOE-HQ Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy, DOE Golden Field Office,
and the DOE Oak Ridge Office. Development and implementation of transportation programs to conserve energy
and reduce environmental impacts would be conducted by various states, U.S. territories, units of local
government, and Indian tribes.
