The City of Kannapolis plans to utilize EECBG funds and local funds towards the replacement of an energy efficient pump at our Water Treatment
Plant. The existing pumps at the Kannapolis Water Treatment Plant consume the most overall electricity for the City. The current power
consumption at the Water Treatment Plant is approximately $200,000 per year. The existing pumps are over fifty years old and operating at
approximately 60 percent efficiency (see attached sample pump curve) in addition to a relatively high maintenance cost.
