The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5, appropriates funding for the
Department of Energy (DOE) to issue/award formula-based grants to states, U.S. territories, units of local
government, and Indian tribes under the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) Program.
DOE’s authorization for this program is set forth in Title V, Subtitle E, of the Energy Independence and Security
Act (EISA) of 2007. This CX determination is applicable to DOE elements reviewing and awarding formula-
based and competitive grants under the EECBG Program, and includes, but is not limited to, EECBG Program
activities under the purview of DOE-HQ Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy, DOE Golden Field Office,
and the DOE Oak Ridge Office. Residential and commercial building energy audits would be conducted by
various states, U.S. territories, units of local government, and Indian tribes.

The tribe proposes to utilize technical consulting services to conduct energy efficiency audits on 13 tribal
buildings (tribal headquarters, public safety complex (police, fire, courts), health center, school, recreation center,
library, environmental/legal, planning/economic development/engineering, day care center, elder center).

The
proposed energy efficiency and conservation activities funded by this grant would not result in an adverse effect
to historic properties included or eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places (National
~ Register), would not impact sensitive resources [e.g., threatened and endangered (T/E) species, wetlands and
floodplains]. This determination is limited to the approval of energy efficiency audits on tribal sovernment
buildings. EECBG funds may not be used to perform audit activities at tribal enterprise buildings.

Based on my review of the above description, I have determined that the above actions are categorically excluded
