Proposed Action or Project Description: American Recovery and Reinvestment Act:
The City of Bell has approximately 3,200 (three thousand two hundred) street lights that currently operate with antiquated technology and create a
long term fiscal issues that amounts to the waste of millions of dollars over time.

The city of Bell has planned and adopted the use of "Green Technology" to address the issue, but like many other municipalities, has had to
"shelve" the project due to recent budgetary issues. We plan to use this allocation of funding to replace existing public lighting suing sodium vapor
lamp technology that requires 25-30% higher usage of energy than the more current and efficient LED (Light-Emitting Diodes) technology.

Our proposed "Green Technology Plan" includes the replacement of 100 lights with the more current and

efficient LED technology. The City of Bell will maintain costs within its short term and long term plans and estimate that the

new technology would save approximately 115 Watts per street lamp, for and annual savings of $129,200.00 or 34%.
