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	TextField2: The proposed action would involve retrofitting 17 toilets, 4 urinals, and 15 faucets to energy efficient products as well as retrofitting regular wall switches with wall switch occupancy censors. The activities would take place in three tribal buildings located at 202 S. Eight Tribes Trail, 121 N. Main, and 125 N. Main.  These facilities house the Tribe’s Headquarters, Social Services Department, Housing /Realty Department, Environmental Department, Cultural Resources Office, Grants Office, and Employment Offices.  This activity would reduce water and electricity usage that would result in energy savings and lower utility bills for all tribal offices.
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
