The proposed action would involve the installation of a 5-6 kW ground mounted monopole design photovoltaic system adjacent to the security kiosk
within the road shoulder at the west entrance to the Morongo Reservation (near the terminus of Morongo Road at the intersection of Hargrave
Road in the incorporated City of Banning). Panels would be installed in a roadside ditch adjacent to rangelands. This size of system would account
for approximately 30-40% of the energy consumption for the kiosk.

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5, appropriates funding for the
Department of Energy (DOE) to issue/award formula-based grants to states, U.S. territories, units of local
government, and Indian tribes under the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) Program.
