The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5, appropriates funding for the
Department of Energy (DOE) to issue/award formula-based grants to states, U.S. territories, units of local
government, and Indian tribes under the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) Program.

The
proposed energy efficiency and conservation activities funded by this grant would not result in an adverse effect
to historic properties included or eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places (National
Register), would not impact sensitive resources [e.g., threatened and endangered (T/E) species, wetlands and
floodplains]. Retrofit activities are limited to addressing energy efficiency lighting improvements. EECBG funds
shall not be utilized to fund other retrofit activities without prior DOE review and approval.
