	TextField2: The proposed action would involve the purchase and installation of a 125kw generator to replace the existing 190kw generator as the primary electricity generating source. The 190kw generator would be retained as a backup source. It is estimated that the new generator will save approximately 62 gallons of fuel per day ($530/day).  In addition to the purchase/installation of the new generator, a total system flush for the freeze protection system would be performed and new glycol would be added to improve system efficiency prior to startup.
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
