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Sidewalks on Saginaw Street:
Ramps were put in along this area to conform to ADA regulations under a CDBG grant.  However, with budget cutbacks, there are no funds to build sidewalks to connect to the ramps.  This street is the main north/south thoroughfare in the township and has both school and MTA bus stops along the street.  Since, for all practical purposes, there is no shoulder to the street; people often walk in the outer traffic lanes, especially in the winter time. This project falls under Number 7: “Development and Implementation of Transportation Programs such as the development of infrastructure such as bike lanes, pathways, and pedestrian sidewalks.”  It is also an energy conservation project that allows more residents in Grand Blanc Township to walk to the local shopping center, restaurants, government center, and more local establishments, who are currently driving to them.  The township will also construct bus stop shelters along the route which could hold pamphlets on energy efficiency and conservation methods for residents to use.
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
