Mount Laurel Township will submit an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy (EECS) within 120 days of grant award notification per the requirements of the Department of Energy's Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) program. The Township will work with a consultant to complete the EECS. The Township is proposing to develop a comprehensive EECS which will be used as a guide to  promote energy efficiency and conservation measures through available and practical means within municipally-owned facilities.    

The Township will work with consultants to prepare the EECS and will use funds from the EECBG to assist in the effort.  The Township is proposing to develop a comprehensive EECS which will be used as a guide to promote energy efficiency and conservation measures through available and practical means within municipally-owned facilities. It will also outline strategies to encourage local businesses and homeowners to make energy efficient improvements and adopt energy saving strategies, such as buying locally and making alternate transportation choices.

As part of the conservation strategy, the Township is participating in the State funded Local Government Energy Audit (LGEA) program to conduct an energy audit of its municipally-owned facilities. Once the audit is completed, Mount Laurel will move forward with implementation of energy efficiency measures to several municipally-owned buildings. The energy audit will identify energy inefficiencies and recommend cost effective measures that can be implemented to make these facilities more energy efficient. Participating in this program also allows municipalities such as Mount Laurel to assist New Jersey in its goal to reduce energy consumption by 20% by 2020 as part of the State's Energy Master Plan. 

Surveying of these buildings for the energy audit is scheduled for summer 2009. It is anticipated that 60 days after the survey is completed an audit report will be submitted to Mount Laurel outlining energy inefficiencies and measures that could be implemented. The Township proposes to implement some or all of the efficiency measures recommended through the use of EECBG funds, with priority being those measures which are most cost effective items and provide the greatest energy savings and return-on-investment. This use aligns with EECBG program goals of supplementing the benefits offered through existing programs. This approach supplies a solution to a significant barrier local governments such as Mount Laurel face - securing capital, especially in the current economic climate which strains governmental revenues.







B.  Mount Laurel Township is proposing to implement energy savings measures into a group of municipal owned facilities. The Township has begun this process by leveraging New Jersey's Local Government Energy Audit (LGEA)Program funding, which is a part of the State's Clean Energy Program (CEP), to complete the energy audit. The audit will identify energy inefficiencies and recommend cost effective measures the local government can implement to make its facilities more energy efficient. 

The Township will submit its Energy Efficiency Conservation Strategy (EECS) within 120 days after the Energy Efficiency Conservation Block Grant application. The Township anticipates using funds from the EECBG to help fund its EECS. It anticipates however, that recommendations from the energy audit will help the Township build upon its EECS by providing a more comprehensive conservation strategy. 

The State of New Jersey has provided funding, in the amount of $22,510.50, to Mount Laurel to conduct the energy audit of its facilities. As part of the funding, the Township is responsible to implement some or all of the recommended energy savings measures as part of its agreement to receive funding from the State. There are seven (7) municipally-owned buildings that are included in the energy audit. They include the following:

Senior Citizens Center built in 2002 (2-floors);
Administrative Building built in 1993 (1-floor); 
Township Library built in 1990 (1-floor);
Two (2) Emergency Medical Service buildings - one building constructed in 1998, and the second in 1988 (both 1-floor each);
PAWS Farm Building built in 2001 and houses a non profit organization (1-floor); and
PAWS Farm Farmhouse (1-floor).

It must be noted that the Administrative Building, the Senior Center and the Township Library are three separate structures that make up the Township Municipal Complex. 

Surveying of these buildings for the energy audit is scheduled to begin in summer 2009. It is anticipated that 60 days after the survey is complete an audit report will be submitted to Mount Laurel outlining energy inefficiencies and measures that should be implemented.
