Goal #2: Reduce the City's energy use, energy expenses, and greenhouse gas emissions in transportation and operations. 
Goal #3: Continue and expand on the greening efforts already begun under the current Comprehensive Plan to ensure a sustainable, energy-efficient future. 
   In all efforts, the City aims to set an example for the private and non-profit sectors. Ankeny’s strategy includes financially sound projects with immediate and long-term impacts. To maximize effectiveness, Ankeny will collaborate with other cities in the Des Moines metropolitan area and leverage third-party financing (including utility, City, and Federal funds) to implement the following objectives: 
   Objective #1: Retrofit with light emitting diodes (LEDs) 28 pedestrian crossings, thereby completing the traffic and pedestrian signals retrofit begun in 2006. This leverages a utility rebate and EECBG funds, aligning with eligible activity #12, Traffic Signals and Street Lighting, and is estimated to be complete within 6 months of grant award.
   Objective #2: Carry out a traffic signal synchronization study on the 199 miles of roads in Ankeny. This leverages previously allocated Federal funds and EECBG funds, aligning with eligible activity #7, Development and Implementation of Transportation Programs, and is estimated to be complete within 6 months of grant award.
   Objective #3: Create an internal revolving loan fund to help implement cost-effective municipal building upgrades. These retrofit projects will be identified through the examination of energy benchmarking data from EPA’s online energy management tool, Portfolio Manager. The City of Ankeny will upload utility data for the 13 City-owned buildings, and the worst performing buildings will be targeted first. In addition to building upgrades, this revolving loan fund will allow City departments to propose modest energy-efficiency projects, such as buy downs on fuel-efficient hybrid cars for the municipal fleet, and to repay the loan over time from the savings to fund future efficiency projects. This aligns with eligible activity #4, Financial Incentive Programs, and the City anticipates disbursing the first loan within 3 months of grant award.
   Objective #4: Participate quarterly in an inter-jurisdictional task force that shares data and lessons learned from buildings benchmarked in Portfolio Manager and leverages materials from the ENERGY STAR Program to promote energy efficiency metro-wide for at least one year. This aligns with eligible activity #3, Residential and Commercial Building Energy Audits.
   Objective #5: Retain technical consultant services to assist in preparing the City’s EECBG proposal. This aligns with eligible activity #1, Development of an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy, and has already been completed. 
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
