The Project Activity Sheet titled "I-485 Park & Ride Energy Efficiency Lighting Pilot" submitted by the City of Charlotte,
North Carolina, involves the replacement of existing metal halide lighting fixtures with light emitting diode (LED)
fixtures in the parking garage. The replacement of existing lighting fixtures with energy efficient lighting fixtures is
categorically excluded from further NEPA review under B2.5 and B5.1.
