- Activity #5 Midcore Park ing Garage lighting Retrofit (initial Waste Stream and SHPO clauses) 
- Activity #7 Solar Water Heaters (initial Waste Stream and SHPO clauses) 

Any projects submitted fm EECBG funding that fall outside the bounds of the County's signed SOW will require a 
separate NEPA determination review.
