Order 451.1A),1 have made the following determination:

Description: 

B1.3 Routine maintenance activities and custodial services for buildings, structures, rights-of-way, infrastructures (e.g .. 
pathways, roads, and railroads), vehicles and equipment, and localized vegetation and pest controt, during which 
operations may be suspended and resumed. Custodial services are activities to preserve faCility appearance, wor1<Jng 
conditions, and sanitation, sum as deaning, window washing, lawn mowing, trash collection, painting, and snow 
removal. Routine maintenance activities, corrective (that is, repair), preventive, and predictive. are required to maintain 
and preserve buildings, structures, infrastructures, and equipment in a condition suitable for a facility to be used for its 
designated purpose. Routine maintenance may result in replacement to the extent that replacement IS in kind and is oot 
a substantial upgrade or Improvement. In kind replacement indudes installation of new components to replace outmoded 
components if the replacement does oot result in a Significant mange in the expected useful life, design capacity, or 
function of the facility. Routine maintenance does not Indude replacement of a majOr component that significantly 
extends the originally intended useful life of a facility (for example, it does oot indude the replacement of a reactor vessel 
near the end of its useful life). Routine maintenance activities include, but are not limited to: (a) Repair of facility 
equipment, such as lathes, mills, pumps, and presses; (b) Door and window repair or replacement: (c) Wall. ceiling, or 
floor repair: (d) Reroofing: (e) Plumbing , electrical utility, and telephone service repair: (f) Routine replacement of high­
effICiency particulate air filtern; (g) Inspection and/or treatment of currently installed utility poles: (h) Repair of road 
embankments (i) Repair or replacement of fire protection sprinkler systems: (j) Road and parking area resurfacing, 
including construction of temporary access to facilitate resurfacll'lg: (k) Erosion control and soil stabilization measures 
(such as reseeding and revegetation); (I) Surveillance and maintenance of surplus facilities in aCCOfdance with DOE 
Order 5820.2, "Raclioactlve Waste Management": (m) Repair and maintenance of transmiSSIOn facilities, including 
replacement of conductors of the same nominal voltage, poles, circuit breakern, transforrnern, capacitors, crossarms, 
Insulators, and downed transmission lines, in accordance, where appropriate, with 40 CFR part 761 (Polychionnated 
Biphenyls Manufacturing. Processing, Distribution in Commerce, and Use Prohibitions): (n) Routine testing and 
calibration of facility components, subsystems, or portable equipment (including but not limited to, control valves, in core 
monitoring devices. transformers, capacitors, monitoring wells, Iysimeters, weather stations, and flumes): and (0) 
Routine decontamination of the surfaces of equipment, rooms, hot cells, or other intenor surtaces of buildings (by such 
activities as wiping with rags, using strippable latex, and minor vacuuming), including removal of contaminated intact 
equipment and other materials (other than spent nuclear fuel or special nuclear material in nuclear reactors). 

Rational for detennination: 
The Oregon Department of Energy will be passing through $244 ,000 of EEC8G funding to the City of Condon to 
replace approximately 2.000 ft of water pipeline. The pipeline replacements will be located under currently paved 
streets in the City of Condon. The project also involves the installation of approximately 45 water meters at 
residencies in the area. 

Pipeline being replaced included approximately 700 linear feet on Church Street and 1,300 linear feet on Oregon 
Street, in Condon, from a current 4-inch steel pipe (installed pre-1922) with 6-inch C900 PVC pipe. An additional B­
inch and 12-inch sections of main pipeline will be replaced to facilitate the connection to the new sections. The PVC 
pipe will efficiently convey water through the system to the end user and reduce main line leakage, The improved 
conveyance efficiency and reduced leaks will result in reduced pumping energy use and energy costs . 

The City of Condon will also install 45 water melers to services currently not metered, 

The City will acquire necessary permits (i.e. local water and construction permits), as necessary for this project, This is 
one small section of a larger project throughout the City to replace and refurbish old waterlines to improve efficiency 
and reduce leakage to the overall system. 

This project comprises routine maintenance activities for buildings, structures, rights-of-way, and infrastructures (I.e. 
Plumbing, electrical utility, and telephone service repair): therefore a ex 81 .3 applies.
