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The Count of Hancock strategy focuses on one EECBG project activity "Energy Efficiency and Conservation Programs for Buildings and Facilities.”  The EECBG project activity will support our existing energy efficiency strategy efforts to reduce energy consumption and emissions.  
Phase 1 - Strategic Plan:   Perform screening processes designed to identify those buildings and facilities most likely to yield increases in energy efficiency and conservation.  The screening process will include review of annual oil/electric utility expenses and will report  the results as BTU/SF/YR and $/SF/Yr.  Savings achieved will be of direct benefit to county tax payers who currently support approximately 80% of the county budget.
Phase 2 - Energy Audit:  Complete detailed survey analyses for each individual building identified in Phase 1  as having the highest potential for energy savings to determine which is the best candidate or candidates for the Feasibility Energy Study.    
Phase 3 - Energy Retrofit:   Complete a feasibility energy study for the best candidate or candidates for energy savings.  The study will recommend improvements to obtain the best energy savings.
Phase 4 - Finalize retrofit package and select contractors.
Phase 5  - Begin program implementation:   Verification and inspection and should begin within 90 to 120 days after finalization of the retrofit and selection of the contractors.  Implement continuous monitoring..
Phase6 - Complete EECBG implementation within 24 months 
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
