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The nature of work described in the activity worksheet and supplemental documents indicate that the historical integrity of existing infrastructures will not be impaired or disrupted.  However, the applicant will ensure that all historic preservation and waste stream requirements will be complied with.
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EECBG funds, together with other grant funds, and lighting district funds will be used to modernize/retrofit approximately 200 historic lights.  The retrofit will retain the historic lamp poles, while updating the system including energy efficiency design components.  It is anticipated that to retrofit the entire remaining 1,000 lights it will be done in phases.
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
