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The Township intends to use is EECBG Program to the planning and construction activities for the pedestrian path linkage between the Overlook Community Campus and surrounding neighborhoods.  In particular, the project involves linking the Manheim Township Public Library project (trip generator) to the surrounding pedestrian path network within the Overlook Community Campus and surrounding neighborhood area comprising 50 homes and businesses.

This project is consistent with policies of the Township's recently adopted comprehensive plan for transportation and land use.  The project will involve site design, stake out and construction of the path linkages from the library site and entry way to the path system in the park.

In accordance with the EECBG program guidelines, the development of infrastructure such as bike lanes and pathways and pedestrian walkways is an eligible activity.  This project will connect the library building to the path system, which also links to neighboring homes, the public golf course, public miniature golf course, dog park, Overlook swimming pool, Overlook Activity Center, and walking trails.
  
Energy savings and GHG estimates: Creating opportunities for walking and reducing vehicle trips to community facilities will not only save energy, but also reduce greenhouse gases.  50 residential homes will generate approximately 500 vehicle trips per day.  With with improved pedestrian connectivity to the local library, it is reasonable to assume a lowering of local trip and savings in energy and green house gases.

Hours and Jobs - This project will generate and estimated total of 400 man hours of work which would be the equivalent of 0.19 jobs.

This project will be publicly bid and awarded in 2011 for completion in 2011.
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
