Hours and Jobs - Through recent LED conversion projects conducted in the Township, contractors are devoting approximately 15 minutes per LED module replacement.  This project will generate and estimated total of 69.25 man hours of work which would be the equivalent of 0.03 jobs.

Expected Energy Savings and GHG Reduction - Based on $40,000 in EECBG funds for this activity and the EECBG Estimates Benefit Calculator, the Township anticipates benefit savings of 1,382,232 Kwh and GHG reduction equalling 1162 metric tons of CO2e.
