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The City of Attleboro, Massachusetts hired Peregrine Energy Group, Inc. to develop the City's Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy (EECS, Attachment D.  The EECS establishes an overall strategy for the City to move forward on a number of energy saving measures, which will then be implemented through the balance of the City's EECBG allocation.
 
Development of the EECS involved the following steps:

(1) Identifying the priorities, goals, and potential projects that will strengthen the City's overall energy strategy.   

(2) Selecting and describing, within the EECS, Project Activities that are eligible under the EECBG Program and that can be effectively pursued with the City's EECBG grant allocation as well as rebates and other incentives available from other sources.

(3) Identifying and pursuing partnerships and other strategic opportunities that strengthen and leverage the funds allocated to the City.  

(4) Identifying opportunities to liaise with adjacent units of government, including local governments, regional organizations, and local utilities.

(5) Identifying avenues to coordinate and share information with the State of Massachusetts.

(6) Identifying strategies to sustain program benefits beyond the EECBG funding period.  

(7) Outline an auditing process that will demonstrate and ensure that ARRA grant funds will be utilized specifically for the purposes noted herein and comply with all requirements of said grant program.  

After the completion of the EECS Development activity, the City will have $174,600 in grant funds remaining to undertake the energy saving implementation activities identified therein.  
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
