(3) The proposal is not “connected” (40 CFR 1508.25(aH{1)} to other actions with potentially
significant impacts, is not related to other proposed actions with cumulatively significant impacts {40
CFR 1508.25{a}{2)), and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or §1021.211

Categorical Exclusion to be Applied: A

AB Rulemakings that are strictly procedural, such as rulemaking (under 48 CFR part 9) estabiishing
procedures for technical and pricing proposals and establishing contract clauses and contracting
practices for the purchase of goods and services, and rulemaking (under 10 CFR part 600) establishing
application and review procedures for, and administration, audit, and closeout of, grants and
cooperative agreements.
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
