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This funding will be used to fund Professional Design Services for Oak Park Village Hall Lighting Improvements engineering documents for a Village Hall lighting retrofit project. The scope of work to be included in the engineering services is described as follows:

The improvements described in the engineering documents shall include replacing the existing lighting fixtures with energy efficient fixtures and associated equipment, including motion sensors.  The fixtures selected must be appropriate for the building architecture.  The lighting replacement will include all areas of the building consisting of common areas, offices, conference rooms, Council Chambers and lower level Police Station.  The consultant is also requested to provide assistance with the permit process and provide limited oversight during the construction phase.

Project Design


 I-A   Verify the existing lighting fixture summary and electrical panel capacities.  A draft summary of quantities and type will be provided.

 I-B   Provide recommendations for energy efficient lighting fixtures for all spaces at the Oak Park Village Hall (including the lower level Police Station).  Fixtures must fit in with the existing architecture of the building and spaces.  Consider task lighting as required.

 I-C   Coordinate the temporary installation of Mock-up fixtures for review by the Village.  Work with Vendors to provide sample units.  Village staff will install the fixtures.

 I-D   Complete an Energy Summary which includes calculations of the reduction in energy and potential cost savings for the recommended replacement fixtures.

I-E   Prepare bidding documents, including plans and specifications, for the lighting improvements.  The Village will provide the “boiler plate” information to be included.  An estimate of Probable Construction cost shall be provided.  Village staff will coordinate the bidding process once the final documents are complete.

 I-F  Provide the Village assistance with documentation for the Energy Grants.

 I-G  Coordinate monthly progress meeting with Village staff and contractor.

 I-H  All work shall be done in accordance with the 2003 International Electric Code (IEC) with local amendments, the 2002 National Electric Code (NEC) with local amendments, the Illinois Energy Code and other applicable Village Codes.
