Business owners will enroll in the program by submitting an application including a completed checklist. The checklist was derived from various programs in the U.S. that have instituted the program to their city. The checklist is broken into 4 categories of Waste Reduction, Energy Conservation, Water Conservation, and Pollution prevention. Each category is given numerous types of measures that a business owner will have to achieve a certain amount. Depending on the category a business will only have to choose a certain amount out of the list of measures provided i.e. under Water Conservation there is seven measures of water conservation reduction, out of those seven a business owner will have to choose 3 measures to fulfill the category. The business will also submit initial utility bills and a summary chart of the amount of recycled waste. The checklist will then be verified by staff by an on site visit to the business. If all items on the submitted checklist are met then the business will then be certified as a Green Business for one year. Businesses will be re- evaluated for renewal and will need to resubmit utility bills and recycled waste chart for monitoring. 

Additionally, each certify green business will also be able to take advantage of incentives such as green business certificate, recognition on City web site, increase duration of temporary banners, fee waiver on temporary banners, etc.  

Anticipated milestones for this project are:
a. Assess business community for integration of environmental responsibility into their operations. ( 2-6 months)
b. Implement incentive program to increase waste reduction, energy conservation, water conservation and pollution prevention. (10-12 months)
c. Establish baseline and track energy savings.(12-18 months)

This project provides ongoing benefits to the create a sustainable City. This project provides an avenue for a revolving door of education and energy savings for taxpayers and local business owners.  Energy savings through material conservation and recycling provides for a better quality of life in Maricopa, Pinal County and the State of Arizona.

Maricopa City staff is in the process of drafting the final project for information and anticipates implementing program out Fall 2009.
