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The City of Maricopa will develop a pilot program by converting three vehicles in the City's Fleet to operate on propane as well as gasoline.  The project cost in total is $18,500.  $18,500 of our EECBG directly on this project with no administration costs.

The vehicle conversions will be done by local vendors in compliance with the City of Maricopa's purchasing code. Quotes were provided and are attached to this project description. The pilot program will provide valuable data for the City's Fleet future needs. 

The program will increase energy efficiency by reducing energy costs, reducing fuel costs, and vehicle maintenance costs. It has already been established that Propane essentially produces zero emissions which will improve air quality and health indicators with the reduction of fossil fuel emissions. The project metrics will be determined by the reduction in the purchase of non-domestic petroleum products such as gasoline. 

The fuel cost generated form each propane powered vehicle will be compared against other vehicles with-in our fleet. Vehicles of the same make and model will be used in the calculation. The numbers will come form the monthly billing report for the Voyager Fuel Card system. Currently the price of propane is approximately one-dollar per-gallon less than gasoline.

Vehicle emissions will be determined using a before and after vehicle emissions report. Each vehicle will be tested before the conversion is installed and tested 30-days after followed by emissions testing every 12-months there after.

The City of Maricopa will take advantage of Federal tax credits of .50 per-gallon on propane purchased for these vehicles. Propane without Government subsidies can reduce fuel costs by 30-50%. 

Our goal is to complete the plan within one year of the effective date of our award through the following milestones:
a. Utilize a competitive bid process to procure quotes for conversion to propane vehicles. (1-2 months)
b. Conversion of three vehicles from the City of Maricopa Fleet. (1-2 months)
c. Leverage funds by applying for and receiving rebates to use propane fuel
d. Establish a baseline and evaluate emission reduction and cost-savings. (12-15 months)
