Fire Station 2 –  Built in 1957 
1720 N Broadwell Ave., Grand Island, Nebraska 68803 
  - Remove non efficient boiler from basement and A/C units from roof top and replace rooftop units with heat pump and supplemental heating system, replace old water heater, install stand alone heat/AC unit in basement, replace exterior doors, seal cracks and holes, insulate old window openings, replace or adjust door and window seals where needed.
  - existing Burnham boiler was installed in 1976 and is 60% efficient (proposing 95% efficient AFUE replacement)
  - existing air conditioning unit is an FA Heil installed in 1990 and is a 7 SEER (proposing 17 SEER for replacement)
  - existing water heater tank was installed in 2005 and is 67 - 80% efficient (proposing 95% efficient replacement)

Fire Station 3 –  Built in 1987
2310 S Webb Rd, Grand Island, Nebraska 68801 
  - Replace original heat and A/C units with high efficient units, replace old water heater, replace (2)exterior doors, add 6" insulation to ceiling area of living and truck bay area, seal cracks and holes, replace or adjust door and window seals where needed.
  - original horizontal furnace (BorgWarren) still in use and is 80% efficient (proposing 95% AFUE replacement) 
  - existing air conditioning unit is a Luxaire 1983 model with a 6 SEER (proposing 19.15 SEER replacement)
  - existing water heater tank was installed in 2003 and is 67 - 80% efficient (proposing 95% efficient replacement)

Fire Station 4 – Built in 1996
3690 W State Street, Grand Island, Nebraska 68803 
  - Replace original heat and A/C units with high efficient units, replace old water heater, replace (2)exterior doors and (2) exterior windows, add 6" insulation to ceiling area of living and limited truck bay area, seal cracks and holes, replace or adjust door and window seals where needed.
  - original FA Lennox furnace still in use and is 92% efficient (proposing 95% AFUE replacement) 
  - existing air conditioning unit is a 1995 FA Lennox model with a 13 SEER (proposing 19.15 SEER replacement)
  - existing water heater tank was installed in 1995 and is 67 - 80% efficient (proposing 95% efficient replacement)
