Proposed Action or Project Description 

1) Upgrade lighting and metal halide fixtures along Emma Street with light-emitting diode (LED) fixtures; 2) 
replace metal halide fixtures in Murphy and Hunt Parks; 3) conduct lighting improvements, electrical 
infrastructure, and renewable energy technologies on the trail system connecting downtown Springdale 
and residential development areas, and install multiple approximately 2.5 kW wind turbine systems to 
provide an energy source alternative to minimize power disruption; 4) energy efficiency enhancements to 
operations, security, circulation, lighting, and electrical infrastructure at Shiloh Square, install elevated solar 
cells (a combination of approximately 3 kW and dedicated 80 watt solar energy systems) as part of the 
proposed pavilion structure and restroom enhancements, install multiple approximately 2.5 kW wind 
turbine systems as an energy source alternative to minimize power disruption; and 5) install/replace 
lighting fixtures with new LED fixtures at main intersections in Springdale.
