Proposed Action or Project Description American Recovery and Reinvestment Act:

The Chinik Native Community of Alaska proposes to utilize energy efficiency and conservation block grant
funding to purchase, transport, install, operate, and monitor a meteorological tower on the top of the hill
(immediately to the northeast of the Kitchavik fish camps) for approximately one year. Funds would also
be used to hire a technician to perform routine maintenance on the tower, download data from the tower,
and serve as the grants manager to administer the project, as well as develop a wind data analysis and a
wind generator feasibility study. Funding would not be utilized for any subsequent geotechnical, design,
permitting, or construction work related to potential future wind farm installation.
