Based on my review of the information concerning the proposed action, as NEPA Compliance Officer (authorized under DOE 
Order 451.1A), I have made the following determination: 

CX, EA, EIS APPENDIX AND NUMBER: 
Description: 

85.1 Actions to conserve energy, demonstrate potential energy conservation. and promote energy-efficiency that do not 
increase the indoor concentrations of potentially harmful substances . These actions may involve financial and technical 
assistance to individuals (such as builders, owners, consultants, designers), organizations (such as utilities), and state 
and local governments. Covered actions include, but are not limited to: programmed lowering of thermostat settings, 
placement of timers on hot water heaters, installation of solar hot water systems, installation of efficient lighting , 
improvements in generator efficiency and appliance efficiency ratings, development of energy-efficient manufacturing or 
industrial practices, and small-scale conservation and renewable energy research and development and pilot projects. 
The actions could involve building renovations or new structures in commercial, residential, agricultural, or industrial 
sectors. These actions do not include rulemakings, standard-settings, or proposed DOE legislation. 

Rational for determination: 
This NEPA determination will apply to the four Individual projects as described below: 

The Oklahoma Department of Commerce (ODC) is proposing to fund the Oklahoma Comfort Program (OCP) through 
their SUb-grantee the Oklahoma Municipal Power Authority (OMPA). The Gregston Nursing Home has been awarded 
$16,000 through the OCP and is proposing to use the funding to help cover the cost of installing a vertical , closed loop 
ground source heat pump system that will serve the heating and cooling needs for the nurSing home. The geothermal 
well field will be placed in the back yard of the nursing home which is currently a mowed lawn. The area surrounding 
the project site location is commercial and residential. There are not expected to be any adverse effects to threatened 
and endangered species, wetlands, floodplains, or cultural resources as a result of the proposed project as these 
resources are not present at the project site. 

The Oklahoma Department of Commerce (ODC) is proposing to fund the Oklahoma Comfort Program (OCP) through 
their sub-grantee the Oklahoma Municipal Power Authority (OMPA). Robert Renouard has been awarded $16 ,000 
through the OCP and is proposing to use the funding to help cover the cost of installing a vertical , closed loop ground 
source heat pump system that will serve the heating and cooling needs for his residence. The geothermal well field 
will be placed in the backyard of the residence which is currently a mowed lawn. The area surrounding the project site 
location consists of large residential lots and wooded areas. There are not expected to be any adverse effects to 
threatened and endangered species, wetlands, floodplains, or cultural resources as a result of the proposed project as 
these resources are nol present at the project site. 

The Oklahoma Department of Commerce (ODC) is proposing to fund the Oklahoma Comfort Program (OCP) through 
their sub-grantee the Oklahoma Municipal Power Authority (OMPA). Andrew Giori has been awarded $8,000 through 
the OCP and is proposing to use Ihe funding to help cover the cost of installing a vertical, closed loop ground source 
heat pump system that will serve the heating and cooling needs for his residence. The geothermal well field will be 
placed in the backyard of the residence which is currently a mowed lawn. The area surrounding the project site 
location consists of large residential lots and wooded areas. There are not expected to be any adverse effects to 
threatened and endangered species, wetlands, floodplains, or cultural resources as a result of the proposed project as 
these resources are not present at the project site. 
The Oklahoma Department of Commerce (ODC) is proposing to fund the Oklahoma Comfort Program (OCP) through 
their sub-grantee the Oklahoma MuniCipal Power Authority (OMPA). Chuck MOWry has been awarded $7,000 through 
the OCP and is proposing to use the funding to help cover the cost of installing a vertical , closed loop ground source 
heat pump system that will serve the heating and cooling needs for his residence . The geothermal well field will be 
placed in the backyard of the residence which is currently a mowed lawn. The area surrounding the project site 
location consists of large residential lots and wooded areas. There are not expected to be any adverse effects to 
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threatened and endangered species, wetlands, floodplains, or cultural resources as a result of the proposed project as 
these resources are not present at the project site. 

The state certified and licensed driller will follow IGSHPA and NGWA regulations during installation. The system will 
use HOPE piping that is heat fused and all wells will be fully grouted with a thermally enhanced bentonite grout. The 
refrigerant used in the system will be a non-toxic, food grade propylene glycol and water mixture. All loops will be 
pressure tested before and after Installation. 

Areas containing karst topography and related federally listed species in Oklahoma have been identified, and the 
proposed projects will not occur in proximity to those resources; therefore, there will not be any adverse effects to 
those resources as a result of the proposed ground source heat pump projects . 

As required by the OK SE~, Installation of ground source heat pumps cannot commence at any proposed OCP 
installation site until State Historical Preservation Office (SHPO) approval has been received . OMPA must submit 
Information about all prospective GHP installation sites to the Oklahoma State Energy Office (SEO) for review by 
SHPO. Under a Programmatic Agreement with SHPO, OK SEO can approve sites with buildings that are less than 45 
years old . For buildings 45 years old or older, SE~ must submit details to SHPO for review. 

After a thorough review of the information submitted for the proposed projects, it has been determined that the actions 
involved will not have a Significant impact to human health and lor the environment. The proposed projects will result 
in a reduction in the use of conventional fossil fuels; therefore it is hereby Categorically Excluded 85 .1 "actions to 
conserve energy," from further NEPA review.
