(recycled newspaper, plastic liners and bags, and fire retardant for the insulation), receivables and payroll to produce 
energy efficient cellulose insulation from newsprint at an existing manufacturing facility in Milwaukee, WI. The 
equipment purchased with SEP ARRA funds will total $1 ,261,000 and includes the following items: paper preparation 
and conversion eqUipment, loose fin packaging system, dryer system, and a batt production line. The production 
process at the facility will not result in adverse effects to air quality (Documentation attached). The net increase in 
truck traffic as a result of the proposed project will be negligible and will not have an adverse effect on the 
environment (Documentation attached). 

The project will not expand the building footprint of the existing building and no construction or repairs of the building 
will be undertaken in this project. The company has no existing permits and no new permitting is required for this 
project.
