The purpose of this project is to retrofit 7 government buildings to increase energy efficiency. The first building is located within the Fort Harrison
Historic District, listed on the national registry that is leased to the 38th Division National Guard Band. The building was deeded over to the city
when the Fort Harrison Army Base officially closed in 1996 as part of the 1991 BRAC closing. The building was built in the 1930's and the front
section, which was added at a later date is starting to pull away from the building. Due to the historical preservation of the building, we will be
working with DNR Historic Preservation & Archaeology Department for a certificate of approval. The retrofit will include replacing the existing boiler
system with a high efficiency air handler with controls, including HVAC controls and programmable thermostats. The air duct system to be cleaned
in order for new controls to run efficiently. All reinforcement bars holding up conduit are deteriorating and need to be replaced along with drain
gates and pipes. One exterior window will be replaced with energy efficient windows that have been designated as meeting certain energy
performance criteria as defined by the Department of Energy and the Environmental Protection Agency. This mentioned window will not be funded

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The purpose of this project is to retrofit 7 government buildings to increase energy efficiency. This mentioned window will not be funded by EECBG funds. The retrofit will also include eliminating air leaks from doors and windows with caulking. The 3 exterior steel doors will be replaced at a future date when HPF funds are available. These few changes should drastically reduce the greenhouse gas emissions. 
The second building will be the Lawrence Government Center, 9001 East 59th Street, Lawrence, IN, built in 1999. This building is in a remodel process to move the police and fire headquarters to occupy the vacancy we have in the building. The retrofit will be adding insulation and replacing windows as well as eliminating air leaks from doors and windows. Room occupancy sensors will be put into the bathrooms, secondary hallways and offices that aren't occupied to reduce energy saving as well as cost savings, if funds are still available. A portion of the funds may be used toward the replacement of our current HVAC system, which is not a sufficient size for the size of this building. If additional funds are available we will also replace our current lights with compact fluorescent light bulbs, to conserve energy and cost savings.
The third building is a recent addition to the City of Lawrence from the City of Indianapolis. This building was built in 1966 and is formerly known as the Marion County Sheriff's Maintenance Building. The address of this building is 4400 N. Shadeland Avenue. The grant funds will be used to replace a few broken windows with energy efficient windows as well as adding insulation to increase energy efficiency. The building has a large mechanical garage with large garage bay doors that need to be replaced to eliminate leaks. The existing garage doors will be recycled or reused at other City of Lawrence public buildings. Funds will also be used to replace two of the furnace/AC units, a garage heater as well as programmable thermostats to help conserve energy in the building.
The fourth building is a parks building located at 10450 E 63rd Street, named Louis J. Jenn Memorial Park. The 5,800 square foot building was originally built in 1956 with a new addition in 1979. There are 2 furnaces that will be replaced to increase energy efficiency in the building.
The fifth building is another parks building that is located at 5301 N Franklin Road, named Lawrence Community Park. The 8,800 square foot, block style facade building was built in 1990. This building has 5 furnaces that will be replaced with EECBG funds to increase energy efficiency.
The sixth building retrofit is to upgrade the HVAC System with controls at the City of Lawrence Fire Station 38 located at 4450 McCoy Street. The current HVAC system has had numerous breakdowns and repairs in the past year and is in desperate need for a new system.  
The seventh project is to replace weather stripping around all bay and steel doors to eliminate air leaks. It is estimated that 160 linear feet of weather stripping will be needed for this project. The EECBG funds will only be used to purchase the equipment and supplies. The labor will be completed in house by our building inspectors in DPW for cost savings. The replacement of the weather stripping will save drastically on energy savings and cost due to the visible light that is leaking through the doors at this time. The building is located at 9201 Harrison Park Court, built in 1990. 
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
