The Tanana Chief’s Conference of Alaska proposes to conduct building retrofits on tribal facilities located 
in several tribal villages (Anvik, Arctic Village, Beaver, Huslia, Manley Hot Springs, Eagle, Tanacross, Dot 
Lake, Takona, Grayling, Northway, and Tanana).  Building retrofits would include upgrading thermal roof 
insulation, installing new energy efficient windows, installing new insulated doors, upgrading door weather 
stripping, upgrading thermostats in the facilities, and conducting boiler recommissioning in each building to 
optimize system operations.
