Description: 

8 5.1 Actions to conserve energy. demonstrate potential energy conservation, and promote energy-efficiency that do not 
increase the indoor concentrations of potentially harmful substances. These actions may involve financial and technical 
assistance to Individuals (such as builders, owners, consultants, deSigners), organizations (such as utilities), and state 
and local governments. Covered actioos indude, but are not limited to: programmed loWering of thermostat settings, 
placement of umers on hoi water heaters, installatJon of solar hot water systems, installatioo of effICient lighting, 
improvements in generator efficiency and appliance effiCiency ratings, development of energy-etflClent manufacturing or 
industrial practices. and small-scale conservation and renewable energy research and development and pilot projects. 
The actions could involve building renovations or new structures in commercial, residential, agricultural, or industrial 
sectors. These actions do not indude rulemakings, standard-settings, or proposed DOE legislation. 

Rational for detennination: 
Well House #2, Cherry Alley, Bridgeville, DE 19933: 
1. Motor/Pump #2 is located at an approximate depth of 66 ft through an 8" diameter casing, is rated 15 HP at a flow 
rate of 250 GPM. Drop pipe diameter is 4". This motor will receive a Variable Frequency Drive to improve energy 
efficiency and performance. 
2. MotorlPump #20 is located at an approximate depth of 378 fI through an 8" diameter casing, is rated 20 HP at a 
flow rate of 250 GPM. Drop pipe diameter is 4". 

Well House #5, South Cannon St. Bridgeville, DE 19933: 
1. Motor/Pump #50 is located at an approximate depth of 492 flthrough an 8" diameter casing, is rated 30 HP at a 
flow rate of 300 GPM. Drop pipe diameter is 5". 
2. Motor/Pump #5F is located at an approximate depth of 492 fI through an 10" diameter casing, is rated 30 HP at a 
flow rate of 150 GPM. Drop pipe diameter is 4". All motors/pumps are to be replaced in the same location as the 
existing units. In the event that the existing drop pipe has deteriorated, this will be replaced as well. All casings will be 
reused and will not be disturbed. 

The replacement of energy efficient motorized equipment in existing facilities is anticipated to have negligible or no 
affects on the human and natural environment. Project activities are consistent with actions outlined in categorical 
exclusion 85.1 (actions to conserve energy) and are therefore categorically exduded from further NEPA review.
