Additional NEPA review will be required jf this project is selected to continue with Phase II activities. 

Phase I - Gel Matrix Preparation and PreTest Design 
1. Management, Planning and Start-Up 
2. Bench Scale ·Proof of Concepf -laboratory analysis of SPI gels 
3. Dynamic Testing Design and Start Up - design of testing equipment and laboratory analysis 

Phase II will require additional NEPA review if the project is selected to continue with Phase II activities. 

There is no fieldwork associated with Phase I of this project. 

According to the R&D laboratory questionnaire, no permits are needed for project activities. No air pollutants would be 
produced from this work during Phase I activities. liquid effluent and toxic wastes would be collected, handled, and 
disposed of properly
