Proposed Action Title: Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Energy Conservation Standards for Certain Reflector, Elliptical Reflector, 
and Bulged Reflector Incandescent Reflector Lamps (RIN: 1904-AC15)

Proposed Action Description: 
In this NQPR, DOE proposes to adopt new standards for the large diameter Incandescent Reflector Lamps (which will hereafter be referred to as 
certain "R, ER, and BR IRLs") include: (1) lamps rated 50 watts or less that are ER30, BR30, BR40, or ER40; (2) lamps rated 65 watts that are 
BR30, BR40, or ER40 lamps; and (3) R20 incandescent reflector lamps rated 45 watts or less. DOE also presents analysis for small diameter 
lamps and requests further comment on an appropriate standard for these products. The proposed standards, if adopted, would apply to all the 
foregoing applicable products manufactured in, or imported into, the United States 3 years after publication of any final standards.
