Proposed Action DeScriplion: 

In this NOPR, DOE is proposing energy conservation standards for walk-in coolers and walk-in freezers, defined as enclosed storage spaces 
refrigerated to temperatures, respectively, above, and at or below 32 degrees Fahrenheit that can be walked into, and have a total chilled storage 
area of less than 3,000 square feel. In this NOPR, DOE is proposing energy conservation standards for the individual components that make up 
a walk-in cooler or walk-In freezer: the panels, doors (both display and non-display), and refrigeration system. These proposed standards. if 
adopted, would apply to all products listed in Table 1.1 of the NOPR and manufactured in, or Imported into. the United States on or arter three 
years arter the publication date of any final rule establishing energy conservation standards for walk·ins.

species, unless the proposed activity would be contained or confined in a manner designed and operated to prevent unauthorized release 
into the environment and conducted in accordance with applicable requ irements, such as those listed in paragraph B(S) of 10 CFR Part 
102 1, Subpan 0 , Appendix B. 

[Z]There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposal that may affect the significance ofthe environmental effects of the 
proposal. 

[Z]The proposal has not been segmented to meet the defi nition of a categorical exclusion. This proposal is not connected to other actions 
with potentially significant impacts (40 CFR ISOS.2S(aXI» , is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but cumulatively 
significant impacts (40 CFR 150S.27(bX7)), and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or 10 CFR 1021.211 concerning limitations on actions 
during preparation of an environmental impact statement. 

Based on my review of the proposed action, as NEPA Compliance Officer (as authorized under DOE Order 451. 1 B), I have determined that 
the proposed action fits within the specified class(es) of action, the other regulatory requirements set forth above are met, and the proposed 
action is hereby categorical ly excluded from further NEPA review. 
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
