Rational for determination:
The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) provided funding to the Northwest Regional Planning Commission (NRPC)
under the DOE's American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant
Program (EECBG). NRPC proposes to sub-grant funds to the Town of Franklin, Vermont which would be used for
energy efficiency retrofits at the Town Library and Office.

The proposed project would perform building weatherization activities to the Town Library and Office located at 5167
Main Street, Franklin, Vermont 05457. This would consist of air sealing activities, installation of three inflatable flue
stops in the chimneys, and cellulose, foam board and spray insulation to increase building efficiency.

The proposed project would not have any adverse effects on threatened and endangered species, wetlands,
floodplains, or cultural resources, as these resources are not known to occur at the proposed site. The Town Office
and Library is a contributing structure in the Franklin Village Historic District but Vermont SHPO provided a
determination of no adverse effect to historic properties on July 31, 2012.

Based on review of project information and the above analysis, DOE has determined that the installation of the
proposed retrofits would not have a significant individual or cumulative impact to human health and/or environment.
DOE has determined the proposed energy efficient lighting is consistent with the actions contained in DOE categorical
exclusion B5.1 “actions to conserve energy” and is categorically excluded from further NEPA review

Any further projects will require a separate NEPA determination review.
