     There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposal that may affect the significance of the environmental effects of the 
proposal. 
 
This proposal is not connected to other actions 
with potentially significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.25(a)(1)), is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but cumulatively 
significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.27(b)(7)), and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or § 1021.211 concerning limitations on actions during 
preparation of an environmental impact statement. 
 
     All of the conditions that are integral elements of the classes of actions in Appendix B to Subpart D of 10 CFR Part 1021 would be met.    
This proposal would not threaten a violation of applicable statutory, regulatory, or permit requirements for environment, safety, and health, 
or similar requirements of DOE or Executive Orders; require siting and construction or major expansion of waste storage, disposal, 
recovery, or treatment facilities (including incinerators), but the proposal may include categorically excluded waste storage, disposal, 
recovery, or treatment actions or facilities; disturb hazardous substances, pollutants, contaminants, or CERCLA-excluded petroleum and 
natural gas products that preexist in the environment such that there would be uncontrolled or unpermitted releases; have the potential to 
cause significant impacts on environmentally sensitive resources, including, but not limited to, those listed in paragraph B(4) of Appendix 
B to Subpart D of 10 CFR Part 1021; involve genetically engineered organisms, synthetic biology, governmentally designated noxious 
weeds, or invasive species, unless the proposed activity would be contained or confined in a manner designed and operated to prevent 
unauthorized release into the environment and conducted in accordance with applicable requirements.

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	Project_Title: Laydown Yard Expansion East of 706-1F 
	Program_Field_Office: Savannah River Site
	Location: Aiken/Aiken/South Carolina
	Categorical Exclusion(s) Applied: Site clearance (SC-6154) was granted to Mox Services  in December 2008 to construct a 2.6-acre laydown yard east of 706-1F.  Two additional site clearances (SC-6879 and SC-6879.01) recently were granted to expand the laydown yard by approximately 0.5 acre and provide additional appurtenances comprised of installation of chain link fencing, electrical conduit, and grounding rod.  Additional crushed stone will be placed on top of filter fabric in the expansion areas.  Fence posts will be installed to a depth of approximately three feet, electrical conduit will be trenched in at a depth of approximately 18 inches, and the grounding rod will be pushed/driven to a depth of seven to eight feet.  Ground-penetrating radar will be used prior to installation of fence posts, conduit, and grounding rod.
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
