Proposed Action or Project Description:
An existing, obsolete inert argon 2-glove glovebox (designated LAB-GB-50) that had been used exclusively to process depleted uranium samples
in Lab C-103 will be removed and disposed of as low level waste. A replacement glovebox for C-103 of similar size and design (meeting current
pressure protection standards) has been received and will be installed in place of the old box. This new glovebox will also have an argon
atmosphere and the radioactive material handled will be limited to depleted uranium.
