     There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposal that may affect the significance of the environmental effects of the 
proposal. 
 
     This proposal has not been segmented to meet the definition of a categorical exclusion. This proposal is not connected to other actions 
with potentially significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.25(a)(1)), is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but cumulatively 
significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.27(b)(7)), and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or § 1021.211 concerning limitations on actions during 
preparation of an environmental impact statement.

This proposal would not threaten a violation of applicable statutory, regulatory, or permit requirements for environment, safety, and health, 
or similar requirements of DOE or Executive Orders; require siting and construction or major expansion of waste storage, disposal, 
recovery, or treatment facilities (including incinerators), but the proposal may include categorically excluded waste storage, disposal, 
recovery, or treatment actions or facilities; disturb hazardous substances, pollutants, contaminants, or CERCLA-excluded petroleum and 
natural gas products that preexist in the environment such that there would be uncontrolled or unpermitted releases; have the potential to 
cause significant impacts on environmentally sensitive resources, including, but not limited to, those listed in paragraph B(4) of Appendix 
B to Subpart D of 10 CFR Part 1021; involve genetically engineered organisms, synthetic biology, governmentally designated noxious 
weeds, or invasive species, unless the proposed activity would be contained or confined in a manner designed and operated to prevent 
unauthorized release into the environment and conducted in accordance with applicable requirements.

	Project_Title: High Activity Waste Trailer (HAWT) Disposition 
	Program_Field_Office: Savannah River Site
	Location: Aiken/Aiken/South Carolina
	Categorical Exclusion(s) Applied: SRNL has supported the processing of samples and materials for analysis support to the site's facilities.  During those processes, sample materials were developed and collected.  Some were deposited in the High Activity Drain system and later pumped to a High Activity Waste Trailer (HAWT), which was used to ship materials to the SRS tank farms for processing.  This HAWT was removed from service in 1974.  Since 1975 it has been in a standby mode.  This tank/trailer is being considered for disposition.  To support proper dispositioning, the tarps covering the HAWT must be removed to allow samples to be taken from the HAWT for analysis and characterization.  These results will determine the path forward for dispositioning of the HAWT (including stand-by mode).  Rev 3--The Activity End date was extended from 10/31/2012 to 12/31/2012.
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
