Funding will support efforts to develop and test an innovative waste heat powered gas compressor for use with small remote simple-cycle gas 
turbines. Project tasks will be conducted in dedicated industrial laboratory and testing facilities at eNova, Inc. (Houston, TX), Los Alamos National 
Laboratory (Los Alamos, NM), Southwest Research Institute (San Antonio, TX), and MIB Engineers (Houston, TX). Project tasks will be 
conducted in accordance with established materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory 
requirements.
