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Proposed Action Title: Pantex Lake Land Utilization

Proposed Action Description:
This project would remove approximately 1,150 linear feet of existing fence and install approximately 840 linear feet of new fence. The purpose of
this project would be to allow an adjacent land owner the ability to use the approximately three acres of Department of Energy (DOE) land that is
currently in cultivation as part of the Service Agreement between the U. S. Department of Energy/National Nuclear Security Administration
(Pantex Site Office) and Babcock and Wilcox Technical Services Pantex, LLC and Texas Tech University. The adjacent land owner is the
Cooperator that currently farms the 37 acres of DOE land that lies to the south and west of the adjacent land owner’s center pivot irrigated
property. Moving the fence would allow the land owner the ability to irrigate an additional 40 acres of their property. The Cooperator would be
responsible for removing the existing fence and installing the new fence. Installation of the new fence would include new steel corner posts
embedded in concrete, new barbed wire, and the used T-posts from the removed fence would be reused when possible. The removed barbed
wire would be rolled up for proper disposal by Pantex.
