MT-WPT-2015-00002, P-DCF-H-02081 & P-DCF-H-02082: A failed line segment pressure test occurred while testing the secondary
containments associated with lines HM-242016-WEE-L-2702 (2H Evaporator to Tank 38 Gravity Drain Line (GDL) and HM-241938-WEE-L-2703
(The GDL Clean Out Port (COP) Drain Line). A single pressure test of the two lines is performed because both their jacket drain lines tie into LD-
LDB-1 at Tank 38. During troubleshooting to determine the leak source, portions of piping in both 1" jacket drain lines to the LDB (LD-1521 and
LD-1545) were removed and caps or hose fittings were welded to the piping to support troubleshooting.
