	Proposed_Action_Description: This project is a Design-Build project for design, installation and start-up of a temporary, stand-alone, stand-by diesel generator unit (approximately 10’ wide  x 60’ long) to provide temporary back-up power to the G-Loop as assurance that the Plant has adequate protection until planning, design and construction of permanent replacement generators.  Activities include the installation of a stand-alone generator, Automatic Transfer Switch (ATS) and switchgear that would tie into an existing above ground junction enclosure (AGJE), exterior security lighting and lightning protection. The generator would set on a concrete pad and a temporary gravel roadway would be installed for fuel truck access.
