The Inner Can Cutter (Tri Tool model 606SB) in Phase 3 Glovebox #10 is currently powered by plugging into a four-gang receptacle in Glovebox
#9, and controlled by a key "power off / on" switch mounted on the Operating side of the glovebox. Current safety controls use this switch,
glovebox barrier, and administration controls to protect the operator from moving can cutter parts. These controls have been deemed less than
adequate for worker protection.

The Outer Can Cutter (Tri Tool Model 576 AC) in Phase 3 is located on wheels outside of the glovebox and currently powered by plugging into a
wall receptacle. The Outer Can Cutter has a cage with a door for can loading / unloading access. A controlled "power off / on" switch is
mounted on the cutter cart. Current safety controls use this switch, glovebox barrier, and administration controls to protect the operator from
moving can cutter parts. These controls have been deemed less than adequate for worker protection.
