Proposed Action or Project Description:

The Savannah River Site requested and the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (SCDHEC) approved a temporary
authorization for the evaluation of enhanced attenuation of volatile organic compounds (VOCS) in the M-Area Southern Sector using humate
amendment via a Southern Sector recirculation well (SSR-001). During the evaluation, monitoring will be performed in the surrounding aquifer
zone. Six monitoring wells (SSM-037B, SSM-037C, SSM-038B, SSM-0038C, SSM-039B, and SSM-039C), ranging in depth from 135 feet to 180
feet, will be installed to support the evaluation. The six additional wells will be located in the upper and lower Lost Lake aquifer zones (ULLAZ
and LLLAZ, respectively).
