Uranium Processing Facility (UPF) project plans to procure an off-site, leased facility for the purposes of acquiring a pre-fabrication facility and
warehouse that will provide dedicated space for fabrication, material receipt, temporary storage, pre-assembly, outfitting, and functional testing.
The proposed facility, called the he UPF Multi-Purpose Fabrication Facility (MPFF), will consist of ~120,000 sqft. with an adjoining area for
staging and material laydown yard (~20 acres). A storage warehouse (~150,000 sqft.) is also needed for dedicated material receiving and
inspection, apart from the MPFF. Space will include: a fabrication area, testing/inspection area, shop offices, tool room, weld test booth, and
break area. A specific area will be designated for “touch up” paint operations, but no large scale industrial paint applications will occur (no paint
booth). These facilities will be leased off site; however, the chosen location will be within 30 miles of the Y-12 West Entrance (portal 20).

1. IF the use of chemicals (i.e. solvents, cleaners, etc.) are anticipated, a chemical storage area shall be provided by the facility.  The size and capacity would need to be included in the requirements for the facility.
2. The Lessor shall identify all water discharges to surface water from the leased property and those discharges must have the appropriate permits from the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation (TDEC).
3. Lessor shall satisfy TDEC regulations requiring submission of a Notice of Intent/application for water discharges to surface waters and any required plans for obtaining permit/Notice of Coverage.   A copy of the plans/documents supporting the application/Notice of Intent, and TDEC approved plans, shall be provided to Lessee prior to finalizing lease.
4. An Industrial Storm Water permit, Notice of Coverage, or an individual NPDES permit for storm water issued by the TDEC, shall be in effect for the entire duration of the lease.  
5. An Industrial User permit for sewage disposal issued by the TDEC, or a publicly owned sewage treatment facility, shall be in effect for the entire duration of the lease.
6. Copies of all TDEC permits approving the discharge of water, air emissions and previous solid waste management activities shall be provided to the Lessee prior to final lease approval.
7. If the generator option for redundant source of primary electric service is selected, and it is a stationary generator, the Lessor shall provide a copy of an air permit for the generator issued by the TDEC.
8. There shall be no potential for release of substance at a level, or in a form, that could pose a threat to public health or the environment,
9. The operation in these proposed facilities shall not result in the significant change in environmental impacts from before the lease was signed. 

PROJECT HOLD POINT:  
This NEPA Review Report does not address all the environmental aspects and impacts for operational activities (discussed in the Statement of Work) that will occur in this facility.  To fully address these aspects/impacts, and to assure that the required permits and notifications have been acquired, an Environmental Compliance (EC) Plan is required prior to the commencement of UPF operations in this facility.  A completed EC Plan will provide written concurrence to the project, will expound upon the stipulations mentioned above, and will add stipulations applicable to UPF operations in the facility.
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
